In Luke 9, verse 3, why did Jesus tell the disciples to take nothing?  

A transformed life is a fitting sign of God’s power.  How has God transformed 
your life? 

What ―sign‖ of God’s power is in your testimony.  When has He healed you? 

Write a short paragraph on what your life was like before you knew Jesus Christ 

and what it is like after he came into your life. 

In the first verse Jesus does 2 things before even sending out the disciples. What are 

they? 

Jesus sent the disciples not just to preach the truth but to practice the truth.  Why does a 

life of service impact other people?   

How does serving others enable you to share the message of Jesus Christ?   

What are people seeing about your life when you are serving them? 

NOTES: 
Love, kindness, generosity, hospitality, time, and service is not a replacement for the message.  
Service is only a platform for people to hear the message.  Meeting people’s physical and emo-
tional needs, building a relational rapport, allowing opportunities to share good news and ena-
bling them to see the life of Jesus in your life.

Day 1ðSERVICE IS AN ACTION  Luke 9:1-9 Jesus Sends Out The Twelve 

ò1When Jesus had called the Twelve together, he gave them power and authority to drive out all de-

mons and to cure diseases, 2and he sent them out to preach the kingdom of God and to heal the sick. 
3He told them: "Take nothing for the journeyñno staff, no bag, no bread, no money, no extra tunic. 
4Whatever house you enter, stay there until you leave that town. 5If people do not welcome you, shake 
the dust off your feet when you leave their town, as a testimony against them." 6So they set out and 
went from village to village, preaching the gospel and healing people everywhere.  
 7Now Herod the tetrarch heard about all that was going on. And he was perplexed, because some 
were saying that John had been raised from the dead, 8others that Elijah had appeared, and still others 
that one of the prophets of long ago had come back to life. 9But Herod said, "I beheaded John. Who, 
then, is this I hear such things about?" And he tried to see him. 

Giving away my life to fulfill God's purposes isn't a matter of doing more with my life as much as 
doing differently with my life.  It may require an attitude adjustment to start seeing the routines of the 
life I live as occasions rather than distractions. 
 

What does it mean to give away your life? 

How can I ―give away my life‖ in the workplace? At school? On the soccer field?  in my 

neighborhood? 

Pray for God to reveal to you how you need to change your thinking on how you live your 

life?   

Before sending them out, Jesus called the in together, like a football huddle, games are won begin-
ning behind the scrimmage. Players come together, get the vision of the play.  It begins first with our 
time with Jesus. Connect with Christ, as our life is with Christ, then we begin to live the life of Christ in 

our community. Life transformation takes place in community.  

How are you connecting to Christ?  

How are you connecting to other believers in Christ? 

Are you in a regular home group, bible study or other spiritual relationship with another 

believer? 

Do you regularly pray for someone and have them pray for you?   

Once connected to Christ, it becomes a natural thing to reach out and love your neighborhood and 
your workplace or school.    Serving others is a bridge for relationship. God has placed us where we 
are on purpose, so that the light He has caused to shine in your life can shine through you to those 
who are in our lives.  
 
There's a good chance that you'll never find an opportunity to serve if you don't look for an opportu-
nity to serve. With that in mind this week's suggestion is simple; you don't have to do anything but 
look for an opportunity to do something.  
 

Are there any widows, older couples, single parent families, marriage break-ups, illnesses 

or other needs that you can serve? 

What are some practical ways you might be the ―hands and feet of Jesus‖ to those who 

live on your ―street?‖ 

Take a walk around your neighborhood and pray for each of your neighbors.  Pray for 
any actions that you might be thinking of doing.
