Experience scripture through the

Dinner is a perfect time to en-

gage the family. 

Read Luke 8:1-15. 

Emphasize that the seed in the 

good soil took time to produce a 

huge harvest. Put a can of bis-

cuits in the oven to cook. Make 

the family watch the biscuits 

slowly cook. They will become 

disinterested (and go crazy!) 

waiting patiently. As you enjoy 

the fully cooked biscuits remind 

the family to be patient waiting 

for God's love to reach those 

around them.

Discover biblical truth by discussing the 

scripture. Reflective questions are great with 

older kids. 

Describe the four types of soil Jesus identified. 

What does the good soil represent? 

How long did it take for the thorns to choke 

out the seed? 

Why did the people have to "patiently" wait 

for a huge harvest? 

Live it! 

Live out the Core Competency and build deeper 

relationships by doing this activity. It's been four 

weeks since you began praying for your three 

neighbors. Is your family getting impatient waiting 

for something to happen? 

Plant some seeds in four different containers. Place 

one of them in a prominent location in the house. As 

the new plant slowly grows, continue to intention-

ally be a light to those around you. Take the other 

three to the neighbors you are praying for.

Action step:  If it’s going to take time for your neighbors to come to know Christ, then one 
of the greatest gifts you can give them is your time.  So give your neighbors time!  Think 
of some ways you can spend time with the people in your life who don’t know Christ and 
shine His light into their lives.

Who are the people in your life that you’ve planted seeds in?  
   
Action Step:  Pray for the Holy Spirit to work in the lives of your neighbors.  Even 
though the Devil is trying to steal, kill and destroy the seeds you’re planting, the Holy 
Spirit is so much stronger!  Pray for your neighbors and opportunities to plant seeds in 
their lives.

Day 1ðTIME   Luke 8:11-15 and John 10:10  

òThis is the meaning of the parable: The seed is Godõs word.  The seeds that fell on the foot-

path represent those who hear the message, only to have the devil come and take it away from 

their hearts and prevent them from believing and being saved.  The seeds on the rocky soil 

represent those who hear the message and receive it with joy. But since they donõt have deep 

roots, they believe for a while, then they fall away when they face temptation.  The seeds that 

fell among the thorns represent those who hear the message, but all too quickly the message is 

crowded out by the cares and riches and pleasures of this life. And so they never grow into 

maturity.  And the seeds that fell on the good soil represent honest, good-hearted people who 

hear Godõs word, cling to it, and patiently produce a huge harvest.ó

rich and satisfying life.”—John 10:10  

Think about times when you’ve given up on something and times when you’ve been 
tempted to give up on something but have stuck through it.

Action Step:  Don’t give up!  Get a piece of paper.  On the left, write out all the hard-

ships of showing the light of Christ to your neighbors.  On the right, write out the 
benefits to you and your neighbors of showing them Christ’s light.  Tear off and 
throw away the left side of the paper, and keep the right side somewhere where 

you can see it every day.  

With people, the planting season is anytime you can!  Why is it hard for us bring up 
the topic of Christ with our neighbors?

Action Step:  Plant a seed.  

Make sure that your life doesn’t choke Jesus out!  What are some of the things that 
have a tendency to choke out Christ from your life?
